A tribute to Robert H. Jack son

Today is a day of commemoration. It is a day wherein we honor
the memory of one of our area’s illustrious sons. We pause to
remember with deep gratitude Robert Jackson's legacy of
outreach in which we find his distinctive and definitive
pronouncement of justice.

In very recent years we have had a reminder of Jackson’s unswerving desire for justice
to prevail. There is an observation so fitting the character of Jackson but written by
Martin Luther King, ., which would indicate that Jackson was a man ahead of histime.
It reads: “Injustice anywhereisathreat to justice everywhere.”

On October 9, 1954, Jackson’s relentless endeavors on behalf of justice everywhere
ceased. Four days later, in this very sanctuary, his family, friends, and all of the sitting
Justices of the United States Supreme Court gathered to pay homage to this man whose
life paralleled that of Abraham Lincoln. Born in a Pennsylvania farmhouse and raised in
the small town of Frewsburg NY, Jackson never attended college. Principally self-
educated in the law, Jackson’'s observations, legal decisions, lectures and addresses
reveal aman possessing an enormous capacity for acquiring knowledge.

In his address at the National Cathedral in Washington, DC, on April 2, 1950, Jackson
revealed his extensive knowledge of the Scriptures. The event marked the dedication of
two clerestory windows symbolizing Law and Education. In his address, he developed
his theme with astute observations of contributions by Alfred the Great, Emperor
Justinian and Moses. Of the last Jackson said, “It is this central figure which most
closely identifies law with religion, for in [M oses|] were united the function of priest and
lawgiver... The precepts of Moses, besides guiding his own people, have connected the
conscience of judges and legislators of every faith and in every land.”

The life of Robert H. Jackson is a reminder of greatness Albert Schweitzer, one of
history’s greatest humanitarians, once observed, “Every man hasto seek hisown way to
make his own self more noble and to realize his own true worth.” Robert Jackson did
seek and he did come to realize, in his lifetime, his true worth. His legacy remains a
vital motivation and inspiration.
