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Chr istianity without the Cross 
 

By far the best attended service in any Christian church is 
the festival of Easter (Christmas lags close behind).  
There is even a name for the many believers who come 
only on those two days (“C and E” Christians).  And it 
would be nice if we could skip right from celebrating 
Jesus’ birth to celebrating his resurrection.  In fact, my 
daughter has a children’s Bible which, in essence does 
that.  There are stories of Jesus’ birth, li fe and teaching, 
but her Bible skips right over Holy Week and goes right 
to Easter.  I have noticed that this tendency is not limited 
to children.  All of us would like to avoid the messiness, 
the painfulness of Jesus’ Passion and Death.   
 

During Lent a group of us have been gathering each 
Friday to pray through Jesus’ li fe using our beautiful 
stained glass windows.  Even there, we noticed, there is 
something strange.  We follow along the events of Jesus’ 
li fe right up to his examination by Pontius Pilate.  But 
then we skip right to the resurrection, the empty tomb.  
The Cross is left out.    
 

Yet it is not coincidence that the Cross is the symbol of 
Christianity.  It is the Cross which demonstrates the 
lengths to which God was willi ng to go to reconcile us to 
himself.  It is the Cross which demonstrates the 
obedience of Jesus and His incredible love for us.  It is 
the Cross which guarantees our salvation.   
 

In order to celebrate Easter, we need to spend time 
walking in the way of the Cross.  This year I urge you to 
take advantage of the services offered in Holy Week 
(they are listed below).  Particularly I urge you to 
participate in the drama of the Great Three Days of 
Jesus’ Passion, Death and Resurrection (Maundy 
Thursday, when we remember the Last Supper; Good 
Fr iday, when we remember the Crucifixion; and the 
Great Vigil  on Saturday, when we will baptize our two 
newest Christians and celebrate the first Eucharist of 
Easter in our newly and beautifully repainted church).

The Chautauqua deanery is planning a 
mission trip to Navajoland in New 
Mexico this summer (July 22 – August 
1).  The purpose will be one of education 
and service, of learning about the history 
and culture of native peoples and 
working on projects that will benefit the 
community there.  We will be traveling 
to San Juan Mission.  This mission has 
existed as the Episcopal Mission to the Navajo since the 
1920's serving the spiritual, emotional and physical needs of 
the community.  Fr. Ed Lovelady, former rector of St. Peter's 
in Westfield and now rector of All Saints Church in Las 
Vegas, is helping us coordinate the trip to Navajoland.  Fr. 
Ed's parish and three from Chautauqua deanery, St. Peter's, 
St. Paul's, and St. Luke's, will be sending 4 ªmissionersº each.  
This trip is open to high school age youth, and adults of any 
age.
