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 Easter and the “ Culture of L ife”  
 
I don’ t know about you, but it feels to me as though 
Easter this year has been surrounded by more than the 
usual images of death and dying.  Even beyond the 
obsession with Terry Schiavo, there have been front-page 
stories about Pope John Paul II, Jerry Falwell and Bishop 
Head of Buffalo.   As a religious leader (albeit much 
smaller in scale) I was starting to get a littl e nervous. 
 
A recent article on the terribly sad Schiavo situation 
mentioned something called the “Culture of Life,” a 
phrase which often refers to the Roman Catholic anti-
abortion “pro-li fe” movement.  That phrase, “culture of 
li fe,” began to resonate in my head and in my 
imagination.  My definition of a culture of li fe actually 
has nothing to do with the exact legal status of either a 
fetus or someone in a “persistent vegetative state.”  It has, 
instead, everything to do with the reali ty and meaning of 
Easter.   
 
My definition of the culture of li fe would run something 
like this:  Life on this earth is a gift from God, a gift to be 
treasured and enjoyed to its fullest extent.  That promise 
of li fe cannot be measured by quantity but rather by 
quali ty, and has everything to do with how we live in 
relation to God, the author of li fe.  It is not dependent on 
how many years we live, it cannot be sustained by 
feeding tubes or ventilators, and it cannot be overturned 
by any court.  It is rather the promise of eternal li fe--God-
created li fe, Jesus-centered li fe, Spirit-fill ed li fe. 
 
That’s the li fe we are invited to start at Baptism and to 
enjoy both in this world and the next.  It is the real 
message of this season of resurrection, this joyful 
Eastertide.
