Over the past threeyears, Cathy’s cdl to
ordained ministry has been tested by discernment
committees at St. Luke’'s and St. Paul’s in Mayvill e, by
the vestry of St. Luke's, and by the diocesan Board of
Examining Chaplains (which tests candidates in
theological proficiency), by the Commisson onMinistry
(which advises the bishop onthe suitabili ty of candidates
for ordained ministry) and by the Standing Committee
(which advises the bishop on lega and canoncd
matters). All of these groups have ethusiasticdly
endarsed her for this new ministry.

As deaon, Cathy will serve & both St. Luke's and St.
Paul’s (the dhurch where she did her internship). She will
focus her ministry in youth and misson work, continuing
to lead the deanery committee which plans misson trips
(including this sammer’s trip to Navagjoland). And she
will share in liturgicd lealership and pestoral visiting.
More important than what she does, however, is what
Cathy will represent to us as a deacon.

Put smply, if
the role of the priest is to gather the cmmunity arourd
God's table, the dea®n’s complementary role is to send
the coommunity forth in misson. As deaon Cathy will be
a visible symbad for us of the servanthood d Christ,
which al Christians are cdled to emulate. She will
remind s weely of our own cdl to misson and
ministry, and, together with ather clergy and lay leaders,
she will help us gain the tods to dscern and carry out
that cdling.
