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Penteaost — The Church’s Birthday

Sunday, May 15 we celebrate the day of Pentecost (wea
red to church that day!). Jesus had promised his disciples
that, after he had ascended, he would send them the Holy
Spirit, the Advocae, the Comforter, to be with them
forever. Luke tells us the story of that first Pentecost in
Acts 2. “Withou warning there was a soundlike astrong
wind, gale force—no ane ould tell where it came from.
Then like awildfire, the Holy Spirit spread through their
ranks.” On that day the Church was born.

The Holy Spirit was not just a gift given orce onthat first
Pentecost. It is a gift that God continues to paur out on
al his people. That gift isgiven first at Baptism, but it is
renewed over and over again. St. Paul tells us that the
Holy Spirit is manifested in the Christian community in
two principa ways:

1) The Gifts of the Spirit include wisdom, knowledge,
faith, heding, miracles, prophecy, discernment,
tongues and the interpretation d tongues.

(1 Corinthians 12)

2) The Fruits of the Spirit include love, joy, peace
patience,  kindness  generosity,  trustfulness
gentlenessand self-control. (Galatians 5)

As we @ntinue our work on“Answering God's Call” we
will be talking a lot about Spiritual Gifts. We have a
Gifts Ministry Team working on tods to help you
discover your spiritual gifts and pu them to usein God's
service. We believe that this is a first criticd step in
knowing God's call in your life and respondng to that
cal.

So join us Sunday as we cdebrate with joy this ongoing
gift of God. Penteaost is one of the magjor feasts of the
church year and we will mark it spedaly with music,
incense, balloors and cake. But most of all with a desire
to recave and manifest the gifts that come from the Holy
Spirit.
