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 So what is Confirmation all about? 
 

On Sunday, June 5 Bishop Garrison will be at St. Luke’s 
for a service of Baptism and Confirmation.  It is fitting 
that these two sacraments are celebrated together, 
because they are inextricably linked. 
 

Baptism by water and the Holy Spirit in the name of the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit, is the sacrament of initiation 
and confers two things—the grace and gifts of the Holy  
Spirit and full membership in Christ’s Body, the Church.  
So, if baptism is full membership in the church, what is 
confirmation? Confirmation, put simply, is the 
completion of the sacrament of baptism.  Early in the 
church’s history there was no need for a separate 
confirmation service because dioceses were small enough 
for the bishop to handle all baptisms.  The practice of 
infant baptism grew gradually as well , and with it the 
need for a public adult affirmation of faith. 
 

One of the great strengths of our two-year confirmation 
instruction, designed and led by our catechist, Virginia 
Carr, is that candidates are thoroughly prepared to make 
that public aff irmation of faith.  In recent years we have 
included each candidate’s statement in the confirmation 
service, and it is truly impressive to hear our young 
people speak powerfully and convincingly of their faith 
in Jesus. 
 

Confirmation also completes baptism by offering the 
laying on of hands by the bishop, accompanied by an 
additional strengthening gift of the Holy Spirit.  
“ [Confirmation] does not ‘give the Spirit,’ but it does 
represent the decisive gift of the Spirit for a person’s 
maturity, enabling further growth into the full stature of 
one’s humanity in Christ.” 1 
 

So be sure to join us Sunday for this inspiring service.
