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WEEKLY SCHEDULE 

Morning Prayer is said Mon-Fri at 9 am in the office. 
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Starting this November, we will be adding a Saturday 
service to our weekend schedule.  This service will be a 
celebration of the Holy Eucharist, like our Sunday 
morning services.  Unlike our Sunday morning services, 
this new service will be Rite I, which uses lovely but 
somewhat archaic language (“ thee’s and thou’s”), the 
language many of us grew up with in the Episcopal 
Church.  Some other traditional elements of high church 
Anglican worship will also be present, like smells and 
bells, chanting, and even an icon or two.  A small motet 
choir will lead the singing, which will include the psalm 
and a couple of hymns and the chanted responses in the 
Eucharist.  In the high church (or catholic) tradition, we 
will use all of the senses to experience the beauty of 
holiness. 

This service is open to all and will “count”  as a main 
service.  It is not intended to draw people away from our 
existing services.  It is intended for those who love 
traditional high church Anglican worship or who simply 
want to try it out, including (and perhaps especially) 
newcomers.  This new service is also for those who 
cannot get to church on Sunday mornings and who wish 
to be part of the worshiping community.  Old age, work 
schedules and our increasingly busy lives make Sunday 
mornings difficult if not impossible for some of our 
members, and this service is an attempt to make it 
possible for everyone to take part in worship. 

We will be starting this service on a trial basis on 
Saturday, November 5.  It will be held every Saturday at 
5:00 p.m. in the chapel until next Spring.  At that point we 
will evaluate the service and see if it is a “keeper.”   It is 
one more way we are trying to offer “ joyful worship in 
the Anglican tradition.”   Thoughts?  Questions?  Contact 
me at 483-6405 or stluke@madbbs.com.
