Traditional and Contemporary

Churches of al denominations are struggling these days over
worship. Some members are advocates of traditional music
and worship and others of contemporary. What isinterestingis
that these terms tend to mean different things to different
people. Both “traditional” and “contemporary” are in the eye
of the beholder.

In the Episcopal Church, traditional tends to mean worship as it
was in the 1928 Book of Common Prayer, or more recently,
Rite | in the current prayer book. The language, Shakespearean
in cadence, is that of a distant world, and calls to mind images
of Henry VIII and Queen Elizabeth 1. Traditional music for
Episcopalians generally refers to music either of the Hymnal
1940 or of the classic English cathedra tradition. This great
tradition includes composers like Thomas Tallis, William Byrd,
Henry Purcdl, G.F. Handel and, more recently, Vaughn
Williams and Herbert Howells, to name afew.

However, many of our members grew up in Roman Cathalic,
Baptist, Lutheran, Methodist or other churches. Tradition for
them means something entirely different. And even
Episcopalians are a diverse bunch with diverse preferences,
from high church to low church, folk mass to Gregorian Chant.

Contemporary, too, is a loaded term and something of a
moving target. Much current praise music borrows heavily
from current trends in pop music. Some “classic” praise songs
from the 1960’'s and 1970's are already as dated as a polyester
leisure suit. A chorus of Kumbaya, anyone? New trends in
music are reflected in changing worship styles. For example,
members of our parish who attended the national Episcopal
Youth Event got to attend a hip-hop Eucharigt this summer.
Can you see that at St. Luke's? Baby boomers, Gen-Xers and
teenagers all have different ideas about what contemporary
music and worship ought to look and sound like.

We are committed at St. Luke's to “joyful worship in the
Anglican tradition.” As we move forward we will continue to
expand the possibilities of what that means. Our new Saturday
service will reach far back into the Anglican tradition. At
10:00 am we will strive always to be grounded in that tradition
as we continue to incorporate diverse elements of a living
tradition of joyful worship and music.
