Eric, Jay
Phillippi and | attended an event in early October for
pastors and youth leaders, where we got some “sneak
peeks’ and posters. We were all familiar with the books
and previous attempts to turn them into movies; but were
surprised to see that many of our fellow attendees had
never read the Chronicles. Have you?

This month we're going to offer you and your family the
opportunity to do so, with an extended introduction to
Narnia in preparation for some specia events. Kids will
each receive afree poster, and during our “Chapel Time”
on Sundays we shall be reading from a children’s edition
of the book (not precisely C.S. Lewis but close, and nice
pictures). Downstairs on the book table are copies of The
Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe for $6.00 each; and
bookstores are full of them too as the movies gets
“hyped.” We highly recommend it for ages 7 (or so) and
above — read it again if you've forgotten its wonders
(that’s my plan...).

Three special events are being planned to continue our
exploration of Narnia and its Christian message: On
Sunday, November 20 there will be a “Book Night”
beginning with pot-luck dinner and then discussions of
Wardrobe in the Parish House and Always Open by
Richard Giles (our “parish book” for adults) in the
Undercroft. Then on a date in mid-December (tba) we'll



have a church outing to see the movie, for school-age kids
and adults. (We were warned that the creatures and
battle-scenes are too scary for pre-schoolers) Finaly,
Church School sessions in January will feature
discussions of the book, with movie clips, for all the kids.

So step through the wardrobe this November, and explore
the magical world of Narniaat St. Luke's. You'll be so
enchanted, you won't even realize you' ve just been
evangelized by C.S. Lewis!
