We have heard a lot about spiritual gifts over the past 8
or 9 months (and you will be hearing more!) What is a
spiritual gift? “A spiritual gift is a special ability that God
gives, acording to his grace, to each member of the
body of Christ to be used for the development of the
church.” That means that ALL of us receive gifts at our
baptism and how we discover them and put them to use
is up to us. The Gifts Ministry Team is working to help
each parishioner discover and use their gifts. We also
felt that it would be a good idea to help St. Luke’s
understand what are the different gifts. In last month’s
Voice we featured the gift of Knowledge and this month
we will feature the gift of Leadership. Then starting in
August we will “feature” a gift or two each week.

Leadership is setting the pattern for others to follow,
either by direction, instruction, guidance, encouragement
or example. The gift of leadership involves conviction
about objectives to be accomplished and the ability to
inspire others to identify with those objectives and to
want to meet them. “The trademark of a leader is that
others follow him or her of their own free will rather than
by coercion. Christians with this gift usually don’t have to
stress their ‘leadership authority’ (in most cases, this is
an indication that one does not have this gift)”
