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Seven Sacramentsin One Month!

Did you know that the Episcopal Church, like the Roman
Cathadlic Church, has sven sacraments? Can you reme
them all? During the month of June (adually just thefirst
half of the month) we céebrated all seven right here & St.
Luke’'s—the first time that has happened in my
experience. So just what are these sacraments?

The two great sacaments (also cdled “cardina” or
“biblicd”) are Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist. These
two saadaments we believe are esentia for every
Christian. They are aso the most familiar to
Episcopalians because they are ceebrated regularly on
Sunday mornings. According to the catechism, “Holy
Baptism is the sacrament by which God adopts us as his
children and makes us members of Christ's Body, the
Church.” The Holy Eucharist (also knovn as the Massor
Holy Comnunion or the Lord’s Supyer) is “the saaament
commanded by Christ for the continual remembrance of
hislife, death and resurrection, urtil his coming again.”*

The other five sacraments evolved in the Church as it
grew and spread and developed. They include
confirmation, adination, holy matrimony, reconcili ation
(or penance), and urction (or heding).
In confirmation, those who have been baptized make
a mature commitment to Christ and recave a
strengthening gft from the Holy Spirit by the laying
on d hands by the bishop. It thus “confirms’ the
promises given at baptism.
In ordination, kishops, priests and deacons are set
apart and given authority for ther particular
ministries through prayer and the laying on d hands
by bishops.
Holy Matrimony is Christian marriage and includes
the life-long vows of the coupde and God's blessng
on them.

All of these saaaments have two esentia parts. They
are dutward and s ble signs of an inward and spiritual
grace® Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist are necessary
for al Christians. The others are dso means of grace
which apply in certain circumstances. It was a tred to
live out al of these saadaments here in June and to
witnessthe power of God's grace & work!
