Annual Meeting: Time to Vote

At our Annual Meeting on January 29, we will be electing new
members to the vestry. After talking with a number of

people suggested by the vestry and a variety of ministries
throughout the parish, three people have agreed to allow their
names put on the slate:

Nickie Casler is an enthusiastic Sunday School teacher and
is also active in Bishop Overs Guild. She has participated in
Journey of Faith and Emmaus faith development programs,
and has begun participating in the Gifts Discovery process.

Vince DeJoy has actively supported a variety of church
stewardship, outreach and fellowship events. He is very
involved in civic commitments, and is particularly interested in
helping with oversight of property and participating in strategic
planning through the vestry.

Fran Stahley is a diligent worker as Thrift Shop Treasurer, on
Altar Guild, and with Episcopal Community Services
fundraising. She has participated in Christianity 101 faith-
building program and helps with the Evening Prayer service
held weekdays in the chapel.

Additional nominations to the slate may be made from the
floor. For someone to be added to the slate they must be a
pledging member of St. Luke® in good standing, and must be
present to agree to the nomination.

We will also be electing 3 delegates and 3 alternates to
represent St. Luke® at the Diocesan Convention, to be held
October 27 and 28. Diocesan decisions affect our church in
many ways, so these delegates are important to us all.

At the Annual Meeting we will also be voting on a proposal to
decrease the size of our vestry. Currently we have a vestry of
12 members, with four elected each year to a three-year term,
as well as two wardens. As we have been working with the
Answering God® Call plan over the past year, we realize that in
order to put our plans in to action, we need about five leaders
to step forward to lead some of our new initiatives. Considering
that we already are calling upon leaders for about two dozen of
our current ministries and faith-development groups, it seems
appropriate to reduce the number of people planning ministries
if it frees up a few more people to actively lead these
ministries. As the current vestry has discussed how we can
best serve the parish, it is our suggestion that vestry size
gradually drop to 9 members, while still retaining two wardens.

specific needs in your community, then get involved as a
regular food donor and/or volunteer. Stephanie Nelson,
founder of Atlantasbased Cut Out  Hunger
(www.cutouthunger.org), a program that encourages
people to buy food with coupons to donate to charity, said
food pantries need canned protein sources (stews, chili,
tuna, meats, beans); pasta sauces, canned tomatoes;

peanut butter; macaroni and cheese; pasta; rice; toilet
paper; shampoo; deodorant; toothpaste and toothbrushes;

cereals, including boxed and hot, like oatmeal; and
diapers in sizes larger than newborn. Every week the
items the food pantries need most go on sale. And every
week coupons for these same items show up in the
Sunday newspaper. Matching those sales with the
coupons equals knock-your-socks-off bargains. Here® an
example: This week in my supermarket, Healthy Harvest
pasta, regularly $1.49, ison sale for $1. | had a coupon for
$1 off when | bought two Healthy Harvest pastas. So |

bought two ($2 total) and handed the cashier my coupon,

which was doubled to $2. You can® get much cheaper
than free. Using this tactic of matching the sale with a
coupon, | got three boxes of cake mix for 79 cents each
and canned tomatoes for 25 cents, al of which will go to
the food pantry. Nelson said that if every grocery
shopper in the United States picks up just one bargain
item each week to donate, we would completely wipe out
hunger in this country. She is so committed to making this
happen that she does al the work for us by posting the
best deals for every major supermarket across the country
on her free Web site.
