WHAT MAKES A GOOD CHURCH GREAT? 
 

This was the topic at a conference I attended at All Saints’  
Episcopal Church in Beverly Hills last week.  The keynote 
speaker, Reggie McNeal, is the author of several books, 
including “The Present Future: Six Tough Questions for the 
Church.”   He talked about the global shifts in Christianity and 
how slow we in America have been to catch on to what God is 
up to.  In 1900 80% of Christians were white and western.  In 
2000 80% of Christians are non-white and non-western.  In his 
talk and in the rest of the conference, I found many points of 
contact with our parish plan and lots of encouragement for the 
path we are on.  Here a some excerpts from his talk. 
 

He offered two major shifts in thinking which need to occur if 
we are to get on board with God’s agenda. 

1) We need to move from being “church-centered”  to 
“kingdom-centered.”   He said, “ I am here to get you 
out of the church business.”   Too often, he says, we in 
the church operate like an exclusive club.  We think of 
ourselves as the destination.  Instead we need to be in 
the business of looking for God “out there”  in the 
world.  Borrowing from the covenant with Abraham in 
Genesis 12, we are blessed so that we can bless the 
nations.  We don’ t need an evangelism strategy; instead 
we need a blessing strategy.  And we need to change 
the way we keep score.  Being a great church is not 
about size.  It is about how we bless people. 

2) We need to move from program development to people 
development.  Mostly this happens one on one or in 
small groups.  He urged us to think of people as our 
curriculum and our text.  The key is our ability and 
willingness to talk openly about Jesus in our 
encounters with people.
