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Morning Prayer is said Mon-Fri at 9 am in the office. 
�
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One of the great messages that Jesus preached and taught 
in the New Testament was that God’s Kingdom is about 
abundance.  In our ordinary sinful world we deal with 
scarcity—not enough time, not enough love, not enough 
money, etc.  But in God’s kingdom, there is enough of 
everything and then some!  In God’s kingdom the tiny 
mustard seed grows to be the greatest plant, the good soil 
produces 100 times what is planted, five loaves and two 
fish feed thousands of people and there are even leftovers! 
 

At St. Luke’s one of the ways we are doing this “kingdom 
math”  is in the area of spiritual growth.  As I have often 
said, it doesn’ t take much effort to be a member here.  All 
are welcome…period.  But to grow spiritually you need to 
get involved and get active.  In the Covenant for 
Discipleship, I have outlined a basic standard for those 
who wish to be growing, active disciples.  It is very 
simple:  Get involved in one ministry for your own faith 
development and one ministry that is about living your 
faith by serving others.  
 

In the last VOICE you received an insert that offered a 
whole bunch of ways to get involved.  I hope you will 
think and pray seriously over that list and return it to the 
office.  If you are already involved up to your neck, figure 
out which of your involvements are really a “calling”  for 
you.  If you are not involved, see what tugs at you, excites 
you.  Or, if you feel called to do something not listed, feel 
free to take the ball and run with it.  All we ask is that you 
check in with me or the wardens to make sure it is an idea 
that “ fits”  where we are and where we are going as a 
parish. 
 

We don’ t need to wait until heaven to experience the 
abundance of the kingdom of God.  It is right here, in the 
gifts and energy of our members, just waiting to be 
unlocked for the good of the community.  What might  
1 + 1 add up to in your life?
