What’s New with the Vestry

The vestry of St. Luke's met twice in February. The first
meeting was a dinner meeting at the rectory to welcome and
orient new vestry members Nicki Casler, Vince DeJoy and
Fran Stahley. The second was the annual vestry retreat, which
was held this year on February 25 at the Robert H. Jackson
Center.

Our retreat was to be led by the Rev. Barbara Price, but a death
in the family made it impossible for her to join us, so the rector
used her notes to lead the retreat. Our text for the retreat was
Grounded in God, a book about communal discernment. The
book and our retreat led us to think about how we could more
faithfully use our meetings to intentionally and prayerfully seek
the will of God.

To that end, we agreed upon the following steps:

- Shorten the agenda and target one or two areas which really
need our active involvement.
Share these one or two areas of concern with the vestry
before the meeting and invite the vestry to pray over these
items in the days before the meeting.
Improve communication between the vestry and parish by
o publishing a summary of our meetingsin the VOICE &
0 inviting the leaders of ministriesto meet with the

vestry on aregular basis.

Keep discernment in front of us by posting the discernment
norms (from Grounded in God) at each month’ s meeting.
Build worship around Bible passages chosen to fit the
themes of the agenda. A candle will belit and will burn
throughout the meeting as a symbol of the presence of
Christ. The vestry member assigned will also close each
meeting with praise and adoration.
Build silence into every meeting to make room for God to
speak. We will respect the norm of allowing a brief silence
after each person has spoken in order to train ourselves to
listen more deeply and respectfully.
