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A Time of Transition 
 

As I write this article, we are preparing for the funeral of 
our organist of thirty-one years, Richard Corbin.  As his 
lovely obituary noted, Richard spent much of his life 
performing, teaching and encouraging the development of 
the arts in this community.  His loss leaves a real vacuum 
for the community and especially for us at St. Luke’s.  It 
is hard to imagine the church and the community without 
him. 
 

For the church this truly is the end of an era and marks a 
time of real transition and change for us.  In a very short 
span of time we will have said far too many other 
farewells—to Fr. Ross and Flora, to Josh Stafford, to John 
and Vicki Flood—to mention just a few.  At the same 
time we are also preparing to phase out the bookkeeper’s 
position.  And we are actively seeking an interim organist 
and are looking (yet again) for a sexton. 
 

I was feeling overwhelmed about all of this change and 
called a friend and colleague for advice about how to help 
the church navigate through all of this transition.  She 
wisely pointed my question back to me.  “Do you have a 
spiritual director?”  she asked.  “Because you can’ t 
possibly help the church until you help yourself.”   The 
very next phone call I made was to the Benedictine 
convent in Erie where Sr. Joan Chittister resides.  With 
their help I intend to find and work with a spiritual 
director.   
 

My friend’s advice is pertinent to all of us.  Facing change 
and transition is hard.  Dealing with loss is hard.  And 
grief can be the hardest of all.  Emotions run high.  
Tensions can mount.  Tempers can flare.   We need to be 
spiritually grounded in order to keep our balance during 
this period of change and transition.   We need to 
remember the promise of Easter that “death is swallowed 
up in victory.”   We need to remember that as much as life 
changes, our foundation, our cornerstone is solid—Jesus 
Christ, who is the same yesterday, today and for ever.
