He studied at 
Houghton College and received his Bachelor of Music from 
the University of Southern California.  He also holds a 
Master of Science degree in Administration from Pepperdine 
University.  He is retiring as an administrator in the public 
school system in Burlingame and will be moving back to 
Jamestown with his son the week of June 5.  I hope you’ ll 
join me in welcoming them warmly.
