Church Finances, Part 2

Expense: Last week | wrote about how the budget is
developed and how we calculate our income for the year.
This week I'd like to focus on expenses. While income is
very straightforward, the expense budget is more difficult
because there are so many variablesto weigh in the balance.
We would like to fund everything, but must live within our
means.

Spending Policies: The vestry has set spending policies
which govern our budget process. They are asfollows:

1) Property: 25% of the money we get each year from
the endowment goes directly to the property
committee for the upkeep of our beautiful (and
expensive) buildings. In 2006 that amount is
$48,756.

2) Outreach: 10% of pledge income is designated for
outreach. In the past we have sent that money to
other groups, but starting this year we want to use
more of our local outreach to support our own
hands-on projects in downtown and healing
ministry. As part of our outreach we continue to
honor a ten-year pledge made in 1999 to support the
missionary work of Dan and Debra Fitzgerald.

3) Theological Education: Following the national
church policy, 1% of our total income is designated
for supporting the seminaries of the Episcopal
Church.

4) Diocesan Fair Share: Each year at the diocesan
convention sets the amount each parish must
contribute to the support of the diocesan budget.
Thisyear our shareis $61,597.

Other Expenses. Last year | did an anaysis of our
spending to help us understand where our money goes. Here
is the breakdown for 2005:

53% Clergy and Staff salary and benefits. Thisincludes
a full-time rector, secretary and sexton and part-time
associate rector, organist, bookkeeper and Dir. of Christian
Formation.

25% Administration - this includes office expenses,
utilities and property expenses



19% Outreach (including diocesan fair share). We
actually give more than this to outreach if you include the
money raised by the Thrift Shop and Bishop Overs Guild,
not to mention the special offerings for ECS, UTO, etc.

3% Program - thisincludes church school, youth group,
adult education, music and worship, stewardship, publicity,
evangelism, pastoral care, the Wednesday Group - in other
words al our programs.

Issues we struggle with: Over the past several years we
have worked hard to cut expenses where we can, particularly
in program and administration. We have worked to keep
staff costs down by changing health insurance carriers. Our
clergy and staff have not had araisein over four years. This
year we made the painful decision to eliminate the position
of bookkeeper. Aswe look at staff cuts, we are faced with
an interesting Catch-22. We need staff and program money
to have any chance of attracting and keeping new members.
Yet without new members, or increased pledges, we can't
afford the staff and program we need. The vestry will be
looking at these issues in the coming year and has also
committed itself to reexamining our spending policies.
