This is an established program set up by the Lutheran 
Episcopal Disaster Response and is called Camp Coast 
Care.  Camp Coast Care is a Christian community of faith 
that provides welcome and hospitality to any volunteer 
wishing to serve in the Hurricane Katrina recovery effort.  
It operates a recovery and reconstruction mission for those 
in need on the Mississippi Gulf Coast.  Since the first days 
after the hurricane they have offered help to survivors in 
the form of a distribution center for food, cleaning 
supplies, personal hygiene products, clothing, and free 
medical services.  Their focus now has settled on the 
construction and rebuilding needs of the community.  
Volunteer work crews composed of all levels of skilled 
labor in the areas of sheet rock installers, carpenters, 
roofers, plumbers, electricians as well as unskilled labor 
are organized daily to go out into communities to help 
residents.   
 

The cost of this trip is $300.00 per person.  This money 
includes food, lodging on the way down and back, and 
lodging while at the camp.  More details about the trip will 
follow.  We are planning an informational meeting on 
Sunday October 1st at a place and time to be determined at 
a later date.
