As many of you know, this Fall we will be trying out a 
new coffee at St. Luke’s called “Bishop’s Blend” .  There 
has been a rumor that this is because I prefer gourmet 
coffee.  That rumor is (ahem) only partially true.  I do like 
gourmet coffee, and so do many of you.  But this change is 
about much more than just coffee.  It is about the small 
things we do to make a difference in our world.  I have 
tried to anticipate some of your questions about this coffee 
and to provide some basic information.   
 

What kind of coffee is this?  Bishop’s Blend is gourmet, 
organic, fair trade coffee.   It is similar in flavor to 
gourmet coffee you might buy at Wegman’s.  We will 
serve both regular and decaffeinated. 
Who makes it?  The Pura Vida company of Seattle, WA.  
Operated for charitable benefit, Pura Vida helps farmers, 
families and at-risk children in coffee growing 
communities around the world to build more hopeful 
futures.  You can learn more about Pura Vida at 
http://www.puravidacoffee.com. 
Who benefits from it?  In addition to their own direct 
efforts, 15% of what we spend on coffee will go directly to 
Episcopal Relief and Development (ER-D) for relief work 
around the world.  We have supported ER-D for years by 
taking collections when there is a disaster at home or 
abroad.  Learn more at http://www.er-d.org/. 
How are we paying for  this?  Gourmet coffee is more 
expensive than the generic stuff we have been buying at 
Sam’s Club.  Our initial purchases are coming from our 
outreach budget.  We have considered putting a free-will 
offering basket out, but are mindful of the need to be 
hospitable, especially to newcomers and visitors.

I am excited not only about the prospect of better coffee, 
but also about the fact that something as simple as 
drinking a cup of coffee can make the world a better place.
