The Feast of All Saintsis celebrated several times each
November: on its “real date” of November 1, and on the
Saturday/Sunday following, in case anyone didn’t make it
to church on the 1%1 The multiplied opportunity reflects
the importance of this feast which dates from the early
centuries of the Church. Since the deaths of the first
apostles, the faithful witness of martyrs, holy teachers,
missionaries, bishops and other exemplary Christians has
been celebrated in all cultures and languages. “We are
surrounded by a great cloud of withesses,” writes the
author of the Epistle to the Hebrews; “a great multitude no
one can count, from every tribe and language and people
and nation,” adds St. John the Divine.

The Feast of All Saints ought to be a mind-expanding
(or at least, faith-expanding) experience. In the Episcopal
tradition we don’'t pray to the saints, but rather pray with
them to our one Lord, within the timeless bonds of his
Body the Church. (I think of that wonderful description in
each Eucharistic prayer: “Therefore we praise you, joining
our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the
company of heaven...”) The saints know first-hand what
we all hope to experience: the fullness of joy in the direct
presence of God, with so many friends it’s pointless to try
counting. Whoa.

The desire and reward of being “faithful to the end” is
not reserved for the extraordinary; and the Feast of All
Saints is also a time to remember the “regular Christians”
who have gone before us into that cloud. Asthe children’s
choir will help us sing on Sunday, “The saints of God are
just folk like me, and | mean to be one, too” (Hymn 293).
We blend in the holy day called “All Faithful Departed”
into our Sunday celebration, remembering parishioners
and thanking God for their example, too. The shining
cloud is bigger and more colorful than we can imagine; we
catch glimpses through our worship, music and fellowship
week by week — and especially on the Feast of All Saints.
