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ST. LUKE’S AND CHAUTAUQUA COUNTY HEAD START 

A Partnership 

As part of our outreach to the community, St. Luke’s has 
had a collaboration with Chautauqua County Head Start 
now for 3 years, in which we provide a program for 
parents of young children.  The program, now called the 
“Friendship Gathering,”  provides a space, a facilitator, a 
friendly atmosphere, a listening ear, and some guidance 
for parents.  St. Luke’s has always given the space, the 
facilitator, a healthy snack for the group, and Head Start 
has provided the people and the child care. 
 

This began as a project for my Pastoral Care class three 
years ago on October 24th, 2003, and has become a group 
that does crafts, cooks, shares problems, and supports 
each other.  I have been the facilitator, with Victoria 
Bauer and Jennifer Pierce occasionally filling in for me 
when they could. 
 

At this time, because I am away three months of the year, 
we need help in finding a facilitator to take my place 
during January, February, and March.  This ministry 
requires someone who is non-judgmental, who is willing 
to listen to problems and to encourage parents to find 
their own solutions.  The group meets Fridays, from 10 to 
noon.  Most of the winter, Head Start will be providing 
structured classes for the group, but we still need a 
facilitator to represent St. Luke’s participation.  On the 
Fridays that there is no formal class, the group will still 
meet to do crafts (mostly scrapbooking) and to eat a 
snack together.

   Ron was raised in Jamestown, playing the organ as a 
teenager before studying music and organ performance at 
Houghton College and then UCLA, where he received his 
degree. Deciding to remain in sunny California, Ron served as 
Organist / Choir Director in a variety of churches (from 
Baptist to Greek Orthodox!) while also getting a business 
degree and becoming a financial administrator for school 
systems. After retiring in the spring, he decided to return to 
real seasons, plus extended-family members, in Jamestown.  
 We know you will continue to welcome Ron and his son 
J.T. warmly as members of the St. Luke’s family as well as its 
staff. And if you’ re interested in joining the Choir (or Youth 
Choir), you know whom to call! 
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 The annual Convention of the Diocese of WNY was held 
Oct. 27-28 in Buffalo.  Not only did the delegates have a 
chance to see storm damage first-hand (those poor trees!) but 
we re-connected with Episcopalians from all over the diocese; 
prayed, sang and ate; and did some “bonding”  as St. Luke’s 
delegation – Jennifer Pierce, Fran Stahley, Kay Stahlman, all 
four clergy, and Catherine Way who represents our deanery 
on the Diocesan Council.  Ask us about the convention! 

 In addition to the “ fun”  we also did work, discussing 
the recent Episcopal General Convention decisions; passing 
changes to the diocesan Constitution & Canons; defining the 
scope of decisions that can be made by Diocesan Council vs. 
Diocesan Convention; passing the 2007 Budget (nearly $1.1 
million, best-case scenario); and asking for fair-share pledges 
to be made and honored by all congregations.  The share 
asked of St. Luke’s, based on a three-year average of income, 
is $62,305 – about $2500 more than last year’s ask. 

 Members of Convention received a long-awaited 
report from the “Futures Committee,”  a dedicated group that 
has been holding discussions and brain-storming sessions in 
the diocese for more than a year.  As they reviewed and 
combined data from those events, the Futures Committee 
culled a group of frequently-heard strengths and concerns, 
which they developed into a set of mission goals.  We’ ll all be 
hearing a lot more about these goals and ideas for reaching 
them; but here are the categories:  

1) Become more deeply connected, enhancing 
collaboration among and within congregations;  

2) Enhance the visibility of church activities and accomp-
lishments throughout the diocese;  

3)  Be known as an inclusive, welcoming Church; 

4)  Promote uplifting and inspiring worship; 

5)  Nurture growth – spiritually and numerically; 

6) Promote outreach activities that truly make a 
difference; 

7) Become agents for positive change in our various 
communities.
