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WEEKLY SCHEDULE  

Morning Prayer is said Mon-Fri at 9 am in the office. 
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Every year at this time Susan and I go through a kind of audit 
of our various relationships.  We get out last year’s Christmas 
card list and review the names of friends and family, some of 
whom we haven’ t seen or talked to in years.  Every year a few 
names are dropped, a few are added, and a few cards are 
returned with “Forwarding expired.”   As we send our cards 
we think about these distant friends and family, and we love 
getting updates on their lives, even in the form of the dreaded 
“Christmas form letter.”  
  

Relationships are always changing, even as we ourselves 
change.  Sometimes, however, there are conflicts, spoken or 
silent, which damage and even threaten to end these 
relationships.  Because we are limited, sinful beings, we are 
bound to hurt and be hurt by the people with whom we live, 
work, worship and associate.  There are inevitable 
breakdowns of communication, faux pas, blow-ups, and 
meltdowns.  This seems to be particularly true this time of 
year, when stress levels run high and when family pressure 
can be highest.  What matters is how we deal with them. 
 

This Advent, as part of your spiritual preparation, I invite you 
to consider the relationships of your life.  As you write your 
cards this year, really pray for those to whom you send them.  
More importantly, if there are rough places or jagged edges in 
your relationships, pray about how you might work to resolve 
them.  Perhaps you will have the courage to pick up the phone 
and talk through an issue that is bothering you, or to take the 
initiative to reconcile after a fight.  Perhaps you will finally be 
able to confront an issue that you have been stewing about in 
silence.  
  

This kind of spiritual preparation is more important than 
getting the perfect gifts or baking the perfect cookie.  It is 
taking a step forward into the kingdom of the Prince of Peace 
and living the promise of the prophet Isaiah.  But it takes 
courage and grace.  And it must be done in a spirit of love, 
with the expectation, not of revenge, but of reconciliation.
