In a couple of weeks St. Luke’s will hold our annual meeting.  
Elections for warden, vestry and convention delegates will be 
held.  New members of the George F. O’Pray Legacy Society 
will be inducted.  The treasurer will give her annual report.  
And we will give our final report on our parish plan, 
“Answering God’s Call.”   We will also introduce the next step 
in our parish planning process—Natural Church Development 
(NCD). 
 

As we created and implemented Answering God’s Call, we 
discovered something interesting.  We knew that we needed to 
grow the church, both numerically and spiritually.  The areas 
we chose as our focus included things like spiritual gifts, 
small groups, and inspiring worship.  These are precisely the 
areas suggested by the Natural Church Development program.  
In fact, our gifts ministry program, The Three Colors of 
Ministry, is actually created by NCD.  The more we learned 
about NCD, the more we realized that it makes a perfect next 
step for our parish growth process.   
 

NCD is the brainchild of Christian Schwartz, who has done 
extensive research into church growth in Europe, North 
America and throughout the world.  Schwarz identifies 8 
quality characteristics which, when all present to a sufficient 
degree will practically guarantee numerical growth. These 
characteristics are as follows: 

·  Empowering leadership  
·  Gift-oriented ministry  
·  Passionate spirituality  
·  Functional structures  
·  Inspiring worship service  
·  Holistic small groups  
·  Need-oriented evangelism  
·  Loving relationships  

 

You will hear more about NCD at the annual meeting and 
during the coming months.  Canon Victoria Duncan from the 
diocese has agreed to be our “coach”  through the process.  I 
am hopeful that this will be a great next step for us.
