They will lead us in this 
traditional service, which is essentially “sung Evening Prayer, 
Rite 1,”  which many people have come to associate with 
English cathedrals and schools.  
 

The entire community is invited to experience this beautiful 
choral music, and to enjoy a reception after the service in 
order to meet the choristers and their director Sharon Downey, 
Organist and Choirmaster at the Cathedral.  She is a graduate 
of Indiana University School of Music in Bloomington, 
Indiana.  Craig Dressler, a junior at Westminster College in 
New Wilmington, PA, assists the choir as a music intern and 
accompanist.
