FAMILY SCHOLARSHIPS

Each season the Chautauqua Institution offers
opportunities for several families with limited incomes to
enjoy a first-time Chautaugua experience. (Grants for
second-time visits are sometimes awarded.)

Funded through Chautaugqua Foundation endowments
and Chautaugua Fund annual gifts, scholarships usually range
from $800 to $1,500 and cover such costs as Institution gate
passes, tuition for Specia Studies classes and children’s
activities. Remaining amounts may be used toward food and
housing rental. Families may be provided with lower cost
housing in Institution-owned apartments if scheduling permits.

Applications indicating program selection based on the
previous season’ s Chautauqua Special Studies catalog, will be
accepted through March 31, 2007.

Awards require residency on the Chautauqua grounds
for one full week. Thereisno application fee.

Family Scholarship Program awards will be determined
by April 15, 2007, based on reviews of the programmatic and
financial information outlined in the application.

Approximately one month before the opening of the
Chautauqua season, each family will submit a final plan of
activities selected from the current season’s catalog.
