One of the things that has become crystal clear to me over the 
past several years and especially through our parish strategic 
plans, is that a healthy thriving church needs thriving lay 
leadership and active participation by lay people.  Clergy are 
important, especially in our Episcopal tradition.  Clergy set 
the table and preside at worship on behalf of the community, 
making sure things are properly prepared.  Clergy preach 
God’s Word to the best of our ability.  And I feel a special 
responsibility as rector to be the bearer of the vision for our 
community—to chart the course for our future. 

Yet there is no area of church life where lay people do not 
play a critical role in working with clergy in assuring the good 
functioning of the parish.  This has been especially evident for 
me this Lent.  Last year I taught the Lenten class which was 
fun.  But this year a variety of lay people are stepping forward 
to talk about “Finding the Virtues in the Vices.”   Our first two 
presentations by Karen Collins and Catherine Way were 
absolutely superb and I encourage you to get to the rest if you 
possibly can.  Some of our best programs and ministries, in 
fact, are completely lay led, including the Thrift Shop, 
Wednesday Group, Shoppers’  Luncheon, Fourth Street Café, 
and many others. 

Next Sunday, March 18 we will commission and honor lay 
people who have stepped forward to work alongside the clergy 
in providing pastoral care for our ill and homebound 
parishioners.  These include Eucharistic Visitors, and Pastoral 
Visitors along with members of the Bishop Overs Guild who 
have made visiting a part of their ministry.  A commissioning 
prayer will be said at the 10 am service and there will be a 
brunch and program led by Cathy Basile and Virginia Carr 
afterwards.    

I am so grateful for all of the ways that you, the members of 
St. Luke’s, really answer God’s call in your lives by stepping 
forward in so many ways to provide ministry to our members 
and the community at large.  Your active participation is what 
makes this parish strong and faithful and what keeps your 
clergy inspired as well.  If you are not part of one of these 
ministries, I invite you to consider getting involved.  If you 
are, keep up the good work!
