“U2charist” on Oct. 21, to benefit MDGs

St. Luke's Youth ministries will offer a multi-
media service of Holy Eucharist at 7:00 p.m. on Oct. 21,
featuring the music of U2 — a rock band from N. Ireland
that first reached worldwide fame in the 1980s with
powerful lyrics decrying the Catholic / Protestant violence
in their country. The group, and especialy its lead singer-
songwriter Bono, now focuses its energies on achieving
the Millennium Development Goals and challenges world
leaders (political and religious) to do the same. Since
many of U2's familiar songs are strongly Christian, the
group has encouraged churches to use their music — free of
royalties — to raise donations toward the MDGs. Cresative
Episcopalians, with Bono's blessing, have developed a
liturgy dubbed “U2charists,” inserting music and visuals
into afamiliar format: the Holy Eucharist, Ritell.

Last Spring, St. Paul’s Cathedral in Buffalo held a
successful U2charist, prepared by a group of clergy, youth
and musicians. The raised several thousand dollars toward
the MDG challenge. (You can see the whole list of Goals,
and how Episcopalians are working on them — including
the story of the first “U2charist” — at www.edgr.org.) A
couple of St. Luke's folk, including Jay Phillippi and
Deacon Cathy Basile, attended and were excited to try
offering one for the Southern Tier at St. Luke's.

With 20+ years of popularity, U2 has fans of many
ages and backgrounds. The service is easy to follow (no
bulletins or books!) and it’'s al for a great cause: saving
millions of lives.
