The current issue of ChurchActs contains an important
report | hope you will take time to read. Several folks at
St. Luke's contributed to the report. Paul Dominiak and
Virginia Carr did hours of data entry. Jay Phillippi
contributed youth data and | co-chaired the committee
which produced the report, which will be presented at
diocesan convention later this month. It is an honest
assessment of the state of our diocese and looks at our
context and history. Also presented at convention will be
the report of the Futures Committee which has been
working on a strategic plan for the diocese.  These
complementary “bookend” reports balance both the
realism of decline over the past few decades with the
hopefulness of growth and transformation as we look
ahead. | urge you to read these reports and reflect on them
in the light of your experience here at St. Luke's.

And I'm sure many of you have read articles recently
about the House of Bishops meeting in New Orleans. The
bishops focused on many issues, not least the rebuilding
effortsin Louisiana and Mississippi. They also responded
to the request of the Anglican primates for clarity about
the ongoing issue of homosexuality in the church. Our
website  www.wingedox.com has a link to the full

statement and to a statement by our bishop, but here is a

summary. The bishops:

- reconfirm the resolution of Genera Convention 2006 "to
exercise restraint by not consenting to the consecration of
any candidate to the episcopate whose manner of life
presents a challenge to the wider church and will lead to
further strains on communion.”
pledge as a body not to authorize public rites for the
blessing of same-sex unions.
commend our Presiding Bishop®plan for episcopal visitors.
deplore incursions into our jurisdictions by uninvited
bishops and call for them to end.
support the Presiding Bishop in seeking communion-wide
consultation in a manner that isin accord with our
Constitution and Canons.




call for increasing implementation of the listening process
across the Communion and for areport on its progress to

Lambeth 2008.

support the Archbishop of Canterbury in his expressed
desire to explore ways for the Bishop of New Hampshireto
participate in the Lambeth Conference.
call for unegquivoca and active commitment to the civil
rights, safety, and dignity of gay and leshian persons.
