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Openness to Spirituality

At the Natural Church Development (NCD) Retreat in
September, two areas were identified as the ones on which
our parish will focus over the next nine months. Last
week you read in the Voice about “Understanding
Spirituality” and some of the action steps that the
“Understanding” Team has laid out for us. This week we
will discuss the other task, “Fostering Openness to
Passionate Spirituality”. In working on this topic the
Team assigned to this task initialy found that we want
members of St. Luke's to be able to be comfortable with
one another — to be open with one another. Many here are
hungering for “more” — we want them (us) to be able to
identify what that “more” is and to go after it. After much
discussion, the Team heard three areas that bubbled up to
be addressed over the next 9 months. They are: 1) Make
St. Luke's a“Safe Place” to be open/vulnerable, 2) Have
wider use and help people be more comfortable with
Healing, 3) Support people to be able to express their faith
without fear of ridicule and to be able to yearn and reach
for more. (No small task!)

One of the main themes of Natural Church Development
(NCD) is now that we have identified (even discerned)
which quality characteristic on which to focus, we need to
identify any barriers and find a way to remove them so
that God might work in us and let Passionate Spirituality
happen “all by itself”. The “al by itself” part may sound
strange, but NCD has found (after many, many studies!)
that when those barriers are removed, God has been
enabled to move naturally in our lives. In NCD, “al by
itself” is equated with “naturally.”

The Team has not established action steps to the above
areas yet, but we are meeting on Monday, October 15 at
1:00 in the afternoon in the Undercroft. Please feel free to
join us and help us with these action steps and stay tuned
for much more to come!!!
