In keeping with our focus on Passionate 
Spirituality for this year, the “Understanding Spirituality”  
group has identified three areas in which to help 
individuals build and understand their spirituality. As 
reported in a previous Voice, those three areas are 1) a 
personal prayer life, 2) education and skill building, and 3) 
developing additional creative elements within our 
corporate worship to heighten our spiritual senses.   

Beginning on Sunday, November 18, the Adult Forum 
will present a 6-week series on Prayer – hence the title of 
the article “ Lord, Teach me to Pray!”   What is prayer?  
Well, it’s talking WITH God, correct?  (Please notice the 
emphasis on “with!” )  Yes, but did you know that there are 
different ways in which one may talk with God?  That 
there might even be a form/method that better fits who 
you are.  During this Forum series a different presenter 
will introduce one method of personal prayer each Sunday. 
Although there are LOTS of methods, this series will 
focus on just five:  the Daily Offices found in the Book of 
Common Prayer, Centering Prayer, Lectio Divina, 
Ignatian Spirituality, and Praying with the Rosary.  The 
presentations will be “hands-on.”  Following a brief 
instructional period on each method’s techniques, each 
attendee will have an opportunity practice.  Participants 
will be asked to spend some time between presentations 
trying out that week’s method.  A concluding discussion 
session on the last Sunday in Advent will give everyone an 
opportunity to share their experiences.  What a great way 
to not only prepare for Advent, but actually experience 
Advent! 
 

The presenter for November 18 is Donna Phillippi and her 
form of prayer is Ignatian Spirituality.  What is Ignatian 
Spirituality?  How does is apply to me?  Is it even possible 
for me to apply to my life?  Come and find out at the 
Adult Forum on Sunday!  The best way to find out which 
form fits YOU is to learn what there is and to try it.

After some wrangling with Avaya, 
we now have the system installed.  This new 

system gives us the addition of voice mail (which everyone 
hates but which also comes in quite handy at times).  Here’s 
how it should work when you call the church.  During normal 
office hours the phone should ring as usual and Kim will be on 
the other end with her usual warm and helpful greeting.  If Kim 
is away from her desk, after a set number of rings (probably 4 
or 6), you will be sent to the voice mail with a choice of 
extensions.  Formerly you would leave a message on a common 
answering machine.  Now you can leave a confidential voice 
mail for the person you wish to speak to.  When the office is 
closed you will be sent to the voice mail immediately, instead of 
waiting for the 4-6 rings.
