Prepare YetheWay of theLord

Our Church year begins by ancient tradition in
December during the four weeks of
preparation for Chrisgmas called Advent.
Unlike Lent, this season is not particularly
focused on penitence, but rather on the joyful
expectation of the coming of Christ. Advent

. b isabove al atime of joyful anticipation. It has
a threefold meaning for Christians today: the coming of the
Jesus in human form at Christmas, the coming of the Christ in
Word and Spirit, and the coming of the Christ in glory at the
end of the age. It is, therefore, a time when the church looks
back at the historical event of Christ's nativity, looks around at
the revelation of Jesus in scripture and experience, and looks
ahead to Christ's return at the end of time. During Advent,
emphasis is placed on the reading of Old Testament prophecies
of the coming of the Messiah.

At St. Luke's we will mark this season in several ways. The
liturgical color changes to purple (symbolizing royalty). We
light the Advent wreath, as many do aso in their homes, adding
one candle each week. The third candle is often rose colored
for Gaudete (“rejoice”) Sunday. We will again distribute daily
Advent guides with prayers for the Advent wreaths and table
graces along with daily Bible readings. This year we will be
removing the free-standing altar in the church and using the
lovely East facing stone altar. Our Saturday service will feature
Taize chants and time for silent meditation. On the fourth
Sunday of Advent, December 23, the 10 am service will feature
Part | of Handel’s Messiah as the liturgy of the Word. (Part 11
will be offered in the Spring.) All of these changes are designed
to help prepare us for the coming of Christ into our hearts.

The spirit of the season is perhaps best captured in the great
Advent hymn, O Come, O Come, Emmanuel, which we sing
every year. Each verse lifts up a different title for the Messiah:
Emmanuel, Rod of Jesse, Dayspring, Key of David, Lord of
Might. May its refrain echo in your heart during the coming
weeks:

Rejoice! Rejoicel
Emmanuel shall cometo thee, O Isradl.
