That 
somewhat misleading title includes several line items, including 
Vestry New Initiatives.  Our treasurer put our surplus into that 
expense line item so that we could balance out the year, but the 
money ($20,632) is still in our checking account.  During the 
coming months the vestry will decide what to do with that 
money.  Possibilities include:  adding it to our endowment, 
funding a “wish list”  type project like choir robes or new room 
dividers in the undercroft, using it for a true “new initiative,”  or 
using all or part of it to give a one-time bonus to staff to make
